ORDINANCE NO. 2008-14

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FLINT HILL, MISSOURI,
REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 83; PROVIDING FOR REGULATIONS
PERTAINING PAYMENT FOR SEWERAGE SERVICES;
AUTHORIZING THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN TO IMPOSE LIENS FOR
NONPAYMENT; AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO TERMINATE
WATER SERVICE FOR NONPAYMENT

WHEREAS, pursuant to the authority granted under § 250.010, RSMo., the City of Flint
Hill (“City”) operates and maintains a sewerage system; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 143, effective January 1, 1998, the City charges a
monthly fee for use of the City sewerage system in the amount of twenty-five dollars
($25.00); and

WHEREAS, Section 250.234, RSMo., authorizes the City to impose a lien upon property
for delinquent payment of sewerage fees; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 81, the City authorized the Mayor and City Clerk
to file a lien against the property of any person, corporation or entity which is more than
thirty (30) days delinquent in paying fees, taxes, charges, fines or other obligations to the
City; and

WHEREAS, Sections 250.236 and 393.015, RSMo., authorize the City to contract with
any water corporation to terminate water services to any customer premises for
nonpayment of a sewer bill, after a period of delinquency in payment of three (3) months
and upon thirty (30) days’ notice, and such termination of services shall continue until
such time as the sewer charge and all related costs of termination and reestablishment of
sewer and water services are paid by the customer; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the City of Flint Hill finds and determines that it
is in the best interests of the residents of the City to provide a consolidated and
comprehensive means for collection of sewerage payments and enforcement of payment
of delinquent sewer services fees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF
THE CITY OF FLINT HILL, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Ordinance No. 83 is hereby repealed as of the effective date of this
Ordinance.



SECTION 2. The City adopts the following procedures and requirements for payment
and enforcement of payment of sewer service fees for the provision of sewer services by
the City:

SECTION A. Title.

The following provisions shall be referred to as the “Sewer Fee Collection
Code of the City of Flint Hill,” or, within these provisions, as the Code.

SECTION B. Invoice, Payment, Delinquency, Interest on
Delinquencies in Payment.

)2 Invoices for sewage service shall be mailed monthly to the
attention of the customer at the address for the provision of
Sewer service.

(a) Sewerage services shall be deemed to be furnished
to both the occupant and owner of the premises
receiving such service (herein, “Customer”) and,
except as otherwise provided in Subsection (b) of
this Sub-Section 1., the City shall have power to sue
any customer in a civil action to recover any sums
due for such services less any deposit that is held by
the City for such services, plus a reasonable
attorney's fee to be fixed by the court.

(b) When the customer who is the occupant but not
owner of the premises becomes delinquent in
payment for thirty (30) days, the City shall notify
the occupant by regular mail, first-class postage pre-
paid of the delinquency and make a good faith
effort to notify the owner of the premises receiving
such service of the delinquency and the amount
thereof. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this Code, when an occupant is delinquent more
than ninety (90) days, the owner shall not be liable
for sums due for more than ninety (90) days of
service.

(¢)  The provisions of paragraph (b), above, shall apply
only to a residence that have its own private sewer
line. In instances where several residences share a
common sewer line, the owner, in addition to
occupants, of the real property upon which the
residences sit shall be liable for all sums due.
